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Chevrolet honours Young Bulgarian Artists
Ninela Ivanova and Yoana Buzova win Fashion and Photography awards in Young?Creative?Chevrolet! contest

· Contest’s Bulgarian National Level Edition Ended with Award Ceremony in Sofia

· Bulgaria participated in 2009 edition of Young? Creative? Chevrolet! Contest in two disciplines – Fashion and Photography 
Sofia – The winners of this year’s Bulgarian national level edition were announced at an elegant ceremony on May 20, 2009 in Hilton hotel in Sofia. The first prizes in Fashion and Photography category went to Ninela Ivanova, student in National Academy of Art and Yoana Buzova student in National Academy of Movie and Theater Art. In line of the contest charged with exciting creative ideas, the ceremony gave a scene of the celebration of Bulgarian premiere of all-new Chevrolet Cruze, which launched a completely new global design language for the Chevrolet brand. "Our goal was to be revolutionary, not evolutionary," says Taewan Kim, Vice President of the GM DAT Design Center in Korea. Inside and out, the team has developed a new global design language for the Chevrolet brand, introducing fresh visual elements while leveraging the potential to express traditional, Chevy signature design cues in new ways.
This year is the second of Bulgarian’s participation in the contest and country’s participation was extended from one to two disciplines adding Photography to the Fashion one. Totally five schools were registered and took part in the contest. Three out of them were from Sofia (the National Academy of Arts, New Bulgarian University and National Academy for Movie and Theater Art), one is based in the city of Varna (Varna Free University), and the fifth one is the High School of Arts and Design in Kazanluk. There were 33 projects of the students participating in Fashion and 9 project competing in Photography discipline. 
“Young? Creative? Chevrolet!” is a pan-European competition for students of applied arts schools conducted yearly by Chevrolet Europe since 2007. With this project, Chevrolet Europe wants to foster creativity and help young artists. Young? Creative? Chevrolet! also aims to strengthen some of the company's core brand values and represents an expression of Chevrolet brand’s philosophy of searching new and creative ways to grow. 

The juries consisted of Chevrolet representatives, fashion experts, photographers, automotive and lifestyle media representatives, including Sandra Klincheva (Fashion editor for Amica), Jivko Arabov (Associated Professor in Photography) and Georgy Tzalev (Fashion consultant for Capasca and former Art Director for Rila Style). 
Along with Chevrolet Cruze national premiere and Young?Creative?Chevrolet! award ceremony there was a photo exhibition of the students who participated in the contest as well as a special Chevrolet Cruze photo session, taken by Evgeny Dimitrov, Photographer and Manager of Bulphoto agency.

Following are the final results of the National Bulgaria level of “Young? Creative? Chevrolet!” contest in Fashion and Photography discipline and the motivation of the juries for each award.

1st Prize – Ninela Ivanova, 3rd year student (National Academy of Arts, Fashion department, Sofia) 

The jury’s comment: Ninela Ivanova’s project was ranked No. 1, because of the high quality of her project that was accurately and creatively developed and includes a detailed technical specification with prices and materials samples – an important requirement of the contest.  Ninela Ivanova’s dress is clean, up-to-date and adequate with nowadays spirit. The project incorporates in a delicate way Chevrolet logo’s cues and attracts with its modern appearance of a dress suitable for the city life – stylish, functional, youthful and comfortable – features that most of Chevrolet cars have.

2nd Prize – Denitza Dimitrova, 4th year student (National Academy of Arts, Fashion department, Sofia) 

The jury’s comment: Elegant, very clean and easy to be produced project. Denitza Dimitrova’s dress incorporates Chevrolet logo in a simple way and it’s obviously inspired by the motion and travelling. The presentation of the project is modern and includes the required materials samples, specifications and prices.
